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	Happy Mapping
A cross arts project promoting emotional health and well being with KS2.

	In 2007 a UNICEF report on "childhood well-being" found that out of 21 nations across the developed world, British children are the unhappiest. 

The Children’s Society recently commissioned a report that states that seven per cent of children aged 10-15 are ‘significantly unhappy’.

Invisible Flock is an artist collective who make and tour exciting and innovative new work.  During the summer of 2010 they will take over an empty retail space in Leeds City Centre which they will turn into the ‘Bring the Happy’ shop. Members of the public on entering the shop, will be invited to think of a happy memory. Each memory will then be placed on a giant interactive 3D map of Leeds. The aim is to map the happiness and well being of the city.  

ArtForms, working in partnership with Invisible Flock, are delighted to offer ten primary schools the chance to get involved with this new work through an education project called ‘Happy Mapping’. This two day cross arts project is aimed at KS2. Working through drama, visual art and digital media, children will explore concepts of individual and community happiness to create their own large scale artistic map. 

‘Happy Mapping’ will allow for a wider perspective of ideas, experiences, and happy stories from children. Data from the participating schools will be included in a special version of the interactive 3D map as part of Light Night Leeds 2010. 

‘Happy Mapping’ project aims:
· To encourage children to consider what it is to be happy.

· To enable the children to make a large scale map of their school and surrounding community. The map will reflect their sense of emotional happiness and well being within their school and their local community.

Who is the project for?

The project is aimed at KS2 and can run as:

· one class for two whole days or

· two classes for four half day sessions over two days 

How the project will work:

 ‘Happy Mapping’ runs over two days and the children will work with a team of three artists. The project will include a number of strands:




	Visual Arts: The children will create a large scale map of their school and surrounding area onto which a whole variety of important, humorous and emotional data will be placed. The children will consider the use of a map key and how they can create their own key to suit their needs. This map will then be transposed onto other recognisable maps, and the process of  overlaying will be used to explore ideas of: Who we are, the school and it’s community, the larger global community.
Happiness Workshop: Working through drama, children will consider: What makes us happy? and How can we impact on the happiness of those around us?
Mini-maps & Mini scales: Children will make their own mini-maps and happiness scales. This will be a fun way of making a graph that charts their own happiness.

Online Map: Invisible Flock will host an online map of the school and the data created by the children, including happy memories, stories, and suitable images. This site can be password protected and will be a lasting archive of the work. This will also enable the school to continue to update and engage with the work after the project has finished in school.

Curriculum Links: Art & Design, Geography, ICT, and English. The project supports the development of a wide range of skills and can be easily adapted to address current concerns at the school.  

Teacher support/preparation:
There will a twilight briefing and planning session with teacher/s and teaching assistant/s. This session will be led by the three artists and will: 

· Introduce the project and answer any questions

· Finalise practicalities

· Ensure the project fully meets the needs of the school and pupils 

· Introduce the staff to the technical equipment that will be used during the project

(In addition, staff can choose to watch a performance of ‘Happy’ - this happy lecture lightly explores the search for happiness.)

What the school will need to provide:

· Class teacher support throughout the project including attendance at the briefing meeting and ongoing review. 

· Teaching assistant support where appropriate. 

· Access to PC computers and the internet.

· Basic art and craft materials.

· A basic ‘ground floor plan’ of the school in advance.
· A dedicated space for large group work, and two break out areas for additional workshops.
